The Research Stream “Russia and Its European Identity: Changing Quality of Civil Society” is announced by the Society of Professional Sociologists (Russia) and Russian Sociological Society.

The proposed session would bring together sociologists representing Russia and all other regions of Europe and the rest of the world. It would multiply the research efforts of all sociologists willing to discuss their research and teaching practices as well as theoretical issues and current professional problems dealing with Russia and more broadly CIS countries.
The proposed session would be open to all participants of the Conference who may present a sufficient level of academic advancement and equally sufficient proficiency in research issues dealing with Russia. The applicants would be expected to preliminary submit their papers in English and orally present them at the Conference in English, too. The promotion of exchange programs among sociologists interested in sharing theoretical and empirical research focused on Russian is an essential part of the network activities.
